With the Editor

ESTERDAY, driving a visiting

minister from Pasadena around

London, we drove over to the
Parliament Buildings and stopped at
the entrance to the House of Commons
visitors’ gallery.

Britain’s Prime Minister, Mr. Macmil-
lan, was scheduled to deliver a history-
making speech, urging Britain’s imme-
diate entry into negotiations for joining
the European Common Market. We
wanted to hear that speech.

On both sides of the entrance, people
were queued up in long lines. On in-
quiring of officials, we learned that many
had been standing or sitting there for
many hours, and that it would be three
or four more hours before doors would
open to the Visitors' gallery. Further,
there already were more people waiting
in line than would be admitted.

So we read his speech in the news-
papers later.

It was, in truth, more of a history-
making speech than even the Prime
Minister probably realized. His central
point, it seemed to me, was his emphasis
on the danger to Great Britain to be
left on these islands, isolated and alone.
He sees this burgeoning Common Mar-
ket bringing undreamed-of prosperity
to its six European members. He sees
Greece, and now Denmark, clamoring
to join. He sees ahead, but never talks
about, a UNITED political Europe. He
sees, just across this channel, across
which some men and women can swim,
a giant new world power developing
that will be mightier, as a military pow-
er, than the United States or Russia.

He sees this United Kingdom strand-
ed, alone, by itself, on these islands. He
sees the HANDWRITING ON BRITAIN'S
wALL! He sees it spelling the poom of
the British nation. He is alarmed—
afraid!

And be is right!

The handwriting s on Britain’s wall!
These factors,. which I have just seen
developing in Europe's capitals, do spell
the DOOM of Britain as a nation! Un-
less a drastic move is made to prevent,

Britain's END is not more than 12 to 15
years away, at most!

And WHERE is this great nation—
formerly the world’s greatest—turning
in this hour of her greatest peril? She
is turning to her potential ENEMIES—
the very enemies God’s prophecies say
are going to destroy her as a nation!

Germany again, I was in Brussels, Bel-
gium.

More than 27 years ago I proclaimed
over the air, and wrote in The Plain
Truth, the Bible PROPHECY that the
old Roman Empire was going to come
to life—in our time. 1 said it would
come as a UNITED STATES OF EUROPE.
I said, while others scoffed, there would
be ten nations in the territory of the
old Roman Empire that would give all
their economic, political and military
power to the human leader designated
as “The BEAST" of Revelation 17.

I said it would not stick together—
it would last but a short time, and
then fall apart. I said it would be
DESTROYED by Russian armies, and by
the second coming of Jesus Christ!

"IBC” which stands for International
Business Contacts, the new international
monthly for promotion of world-wide
foreign trade. In it I find additional
facts about the Common Market. This
magazine, promoting European UNITY,
will be received regularly hereafter at
the Ambassador College News Bureau
in Pasadena.

All through this magazine I notice
the emphasis on European unity. The
opening article contains, from the
European viewpoint, the REASONS that
have prompted these nations to fulfill
God's prophecies by uniting.

WHY Europe is Uniting

The people of Europe need to bear
in mind, it says, that Europe is going
through a completely new phase of de-
velopment in this second half of the
20th century. Three facts have caused
this:

1) Most European nations previous-
ly maintained prosperity by possessing
colonies in Africa and Asia. Now they
are lost, or being lost. This source of
former prosperity is stripped from them.

2) Two world wars on their soil in
25 years have wreaked both material
and moral destruction. Indeed, both are
everywhere in evidence. The material
destruction has been largely rebuilt—
thanks to US. dollars! But the moral
decay is obvious everywhere. In Oslo
many on the streets after 9:00 p.m. were
drunk. In Stockholm a mother said it is
now common practice for late teen-age
sons to bring their girl-friends to their
own homes to sleep with them for the
night. The divorce rate is rising sharply.
Girls do not show any expression of
shame on their faces—sexual promiscu-
ity is the socially accepted custom, no
longer looked upon as wrong. But these
girls do show unhappiness, boredom,
cynicism, and a lack of that happy,
sparkling, exhuberant and innocent
eagerness that once was their maidenly
charm and beauty. Everywhere people
are secking pleasure and sensual grati-
fication,

3) The scientific and economic up-
ward surges of both the United States
and Russia, together with the cold-war

political developments, has left Europe
a group of disunited, helpless, small
nations caught in the vise between the
two powerful military giants of the
world.

So—just put yewrself in the place of
these people in Europe! They see their
source of former prosperity torn from
them. They see two prosperous world
powers. one on each side of them,

squeezing them in the middle. They
are so close to the USSR. that they
can almost look over the border from
their own home or apartment windows
and see the Russian military jugger-
naught poised at their door-step ready
to roll over all Europe!

Up until now, these many liccle
European nations have relied on United
States military and nuclear power to
restrain the hungry Russian bear from
devouring them. But United States
prestige is being rapidly dragged in
the dust and trampled down into the
mire of Communist insults. Communist
propaganda gives the impression that
the USSR. is fast pushing America
into second place in nuclear, missile,
space, and general power development.

What Europeans See

All this leaves the nations of Europe
uneasy.

They have been taking a good look
at themselves! And what do they see?

They see many nations, each small
compared to the mighty USSR, at
their border, yet if joined together as
ONE EMPIRE possessing potential great-
er population, greater induscrial and
economic capacity, greater military
power than either Russia or America!
And yet, here they are, robbed of their
former source of prosperity, helpless—
and wWHY? Simply because they are
divided! No one country, by itself, is
strong enough to protect itself.

Here are many nations, each speak-
ing a different language. Their borders
have been IRON BARRIERS! They have
looked at one another in a spirit of
jealousy, envy, competition, strife. Each
has its own kind of money. Each has
imposed heavy economic tariffs against
the others. If the Steinway piano factory
at Hamburg, Germany, tried to sell
pianos in Holland or in Denmark, or
in France, it found such heavy customs
duties imposed that its pianos had to
be sold at such high prices very few
would buy them. Thus its MARKET was
limited. Likewise a French company
might find that millions of Germans
would like to buy its perfumes, but
the German tariff wall added so much
to the price that not many Germans
would buy ir.

Now, it finally began to dawn on
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these nations, that these economic walls
kept the Steinway piano factory in
Germany from expanding into a big-
ger, mote prosperous business—and
forced most people in other European
nations to do with an inferior quality
piano. Also the French perfume and
toilet-goods industry was kept from be-
coming prosperous, and millions in
other nations in Europe were denied
the privilege of having French per-
fumes.

Twice Germany tried to solve this dif-
ficulty by attempting to invade, con-
quer, and simply take over and rule
the other nations. The Kaiser, and later
Hitler, wanted it all!

But now at last, under fear of Rus-
sian hordes on their door-step, Germans,
Italians, French, Dutch, Belgians and
Luxembourgers began to realize how
powerful they might become, if they
combined and pooled their resources!

They did not know what I knew,
back in 1934! I knew, then, that they
were going to UNITE, and resurrect the

The PLAIN TRUTH

old Roman Empire! I had seen it in
Biblical PROPHECY. I knew it was SURE!

But these nations know nothing of
Biblical prophecy. They have no dia-
bolical and evil thought in mind about
creating the prophesied "BEAST” that
is to fight against Christ at His return!
They are natural, carnal-minded people
who have only what they think of as
the GOOD motive of looking after their
own welfare and interests!

They are not starting this thing with
any thought of doing evil. To them,
this is “the way that seemeth RIGHT to
a man” and they do not know, or be-
lieve, as the Bible states twice, that
“the end thereof are the ways of
DEATH.” It will be the death of their
cherished Europe, and of their civiliza-
tion! But they are blissfully unaware
of that!

To them, this seems like a good
thing—a WONDERFUL thing! They ARE
ENTHUSIASTIC OVER 11! This IBC
magazine, here on my desk as I type,
wants the whole world to know of their

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fine and glorious plan.

It speaks boastingly of this “older
pare of the world with its glorious past.”

It speaks proudly of the fact that
this burgeoning Common Marker ac-
tually had its first small beginning, as
a reality, in these Benelux nations of
Holland, Belgium, and Luxembourg.
"Europe’s tragedy,” it states, “is its dis-
sention, above all in the sector of
economy.”

“The efforts to bring the European
countries together in a strong unity,”
the article continues, “date from Jan-
uary lst, 1944. At this date The Bene-
lux was founded in London.”

What is Back of It

But WHY do we see this condition
in Europe today? What is back of it
all—how did this situation develop?

To understand, we need to go back
a bit and review what has happened
before, and the chain of events that
led to the present—and shall continue

The Autobiography of
Herbert W. Armstrong

The first printed edition of The Plain Truth, silencing atheists
at a funeral, continued growth of the work in spite of hardship
and opposition are covered in this 38th installment.

HE first expansion of the broad-

cast had come about mid-Novem-

ber, 1936—almost three years after

we had first started on the air. At that

time, using Postal Telegraph wires, we

started a local network, feeding the

10:00 AM. Sunday morning program

from KORE, Eugene, Oregon, to fwo

additional stations, KXL, Portland, and
KSLM, Salem.

These, like our original KORE, were

the smallest-powered commercial sta-

tions in operation—a mere 100 watts.

Weekly Portland Jaunts

But we continued, at that time, on
KXL for only about ten months. On
September 5, 1937, we moved up to a
500-watt station, as it then was—KW]]J.
The new time on KW]JJ was 4:00 P.M.
Sundays. We continued on KORE and
the Salem station.

This not only was another increase in
power, it started weekly trips to Port-
land that were to continue several years.
Later these trips were extended on to
Seattle.

At this time I put the program on
KORE, broadcast simultaneously by
wire hook-up over KSLM, Salem, at 10
each Sunday morning. Then came the
125 mile drive to Portland for the 4:00
P.M. broadcast.

By this time, as explained in earlier
installments, we were using a mixed
quartette on the program. As the pro-
gram started out, our concept had been
o condense a regular church service in-
to a half hour, using radio techniques.
The program started with a fastmoving
theme hymn, then two verses (never
more) of a lively hymn, followed by
prayer during which the singers usually
hummed—or followed it with a three-
fold “"Amen"—then announcements
about the program, The Plain Truth or
other free literature. Then followed a

sermon of about 22 minutes, then sign-
off with a closing theme hymn.

In using this type of programming,
in those early days, I was merely follow-
ing the custom of religious programs
generally. Nearly all other religious pro-
grams on radio have continued that
format to this date. But later, as we
branched out onto larger stations in
larger areas, we began to learn that this
style of program is all wrong.

It is based on the assumption that a
regular Sunday church service is being
brought to people in their homes. It
assumes one of two fallacies: either, 1)
that all radio listeners are church-going
people who want to sit in a church serv-
ice—which is true of not more than
2% of radio listeners, or, 2) that radio
is the proper medium for holding a
church service with our own particular
church members.

We discovered later that such type
of programming causes about 98% of
radio listeners to tune to some other
station, or tune out. The minute the
average person hears a hymn, he says:
“Oh-oh! There's another one of those
sentimental, pestering religious broad-
casts! "—and he flips the dial.

It was some years later, but eventually
we learned. Then we began program-
ming for the other 98%—the people
who are not religious—the unchurched
—instead of what radio men call “the
religious audience.” Years ago, now, we
dropped off hymns and singing alto-
gether.

But in those days, and for some years
to come, we did use singing, Our mixed
quartette was hardly of Metropolitan
Opera quality—yet, as religious pto-
grams went, it was very creditable. Some
of the time we used eight voices in a
double mixed quartette.

Customarily, however, we used the
four singers which included my wife

and eldest daughter, and a pianist, be-
side myself. The six of us drove direct-
ly from the studios of KORE to Port-
land, usually taking lunch along to eat
in the car en route.

Portland Tabernacle Offer

Shortly after going over o KW]J,
opportunity came to purchase a taber-
nacle in Portland. This brought us to
the crossroads decision for the entire
future of the work.

I had to learn, here, that all that glit-
ters is not gold. This offer glittered. It
flattered. It was tempting.

A Portland radio evangelist, Willard
Pope, had built this tabernacle a few
years earlier. He had now built a2 new
and slightly larger tabernacle and va-
cated his former one. He was conducting
cne of these local religious broadcasts,
holding nightly evangelistic services in
his tabernacle and regular Sunday serv-
ice for his church members which this
program brought him.

The idea of having what then ap-
peared to me as such a nice large audi-
torium of our own in Portland was
enticing. This tabernacle seated 800
people.

But soon I began to realize thar, al-
though this tabernacle was offered on
terms that amounted virtually to rent,
with no down payment for about a year
or so, it would change the entire direc-
tion and future course of our work.

It would mean tying me down to
Portland—preaching in Portland six
nights a week to those attracted by the
radio program. It would mean trying
to BUILD A LOCAL CHURCH. It would
have tied me down, locally, in Portland.
I had from the start realized that the
firsc and major commission to which I
had been called, was not to build up a
church and to bring in members, but to
proclaim the true and original Gospel
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of Christ, which the world had rejected
and lost for 181% centuries. I saw our
commission, in Christ's prophecy of
Matthew 24:14. The Gospel was to go
out, 7ot to cram it down people’s throats

—not to try to force conversion on them,
buy as a witness—perhaps even a witness
against them!

Of course I did see that Christ had
said it was to go into all the world, and

3 po¥s
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as a witness fo all nations; but I had no
delusions of grandeur—I never thought
of myself as reaching more than a seg-
ment of the whole earth. I assumed God
would raise up others to reach the rest
of the world. But I did realize I was
called to preach that very Gospel to as
many as God made possible.

This tabernacle offer, I began to real-
ize, would mean diverting the work
from that path. I began to realize that it
might prevent the radio work and The
Plain Truth from expanding into wider
areas. And already I envisioned a pro-
gram expanding to reach the entire west
coast—and possibly even, in time, the
entire United States.

For some three or four months I
weighed the matter, prayed over it
sought advice and counsel from those
whose judgment in such matters I re-
spected. And finally, on the grounds it
would divert us from our divinely or-
dained course, which I felt sure I real-
ized at last, the tabernacle offer was
turned down.

It was a wise decision. It was a test
in wisdom. I think I have mentioned
before that I had discovered, very early
in my ministry, that I lacked natural
wisdom. T had always craved UNDER-
STANDING. | had absorbed a reasonable
share of KNOWLEDGE. But WISDOM is
ability to put both of these together and
form a right DECISION. I had read God’s
instruction in James 1. If any man lacks
wisdom, he is to ask God for it; and,
believing, he shall receive it. I had asked
God for wisdom. God granted it. Bur,
even though it comes as His gift, He
lets it develop gradually, and through
experience. This was one more expe-
rience in WISDOM. I have always been
sure the decision was God's. The work
would not be where it is today, other-
wise.

Atheists at a Funeral

In February, 1937, I had sent out a
letter to Co-Workers saying that the
mail response indicated a radio audience
of between forty and fifty thousand each
Sunday—growing “toward our goal of
100,000.” By April the mail response
indicated 60,000 listeners. By Novem-
ber 26th, we had reached our goal—
100,000 weekly listeners was announced!
We had to set a new goal. Today, the
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estimated radio audience is 15 million
a week—not 75 million, as erroneously
stated in the August installment—but
up to 75 million per month! But that
is a terrific cumulative audience—now
world wide! It has continued to grow
steadily from that original 100,000 goal!

On November 30, 1937, the father of
the former atheist Secretary of the local
Communist Party, whose conversion
was recorded in a preceding installment,
died. This precipitated a nerve-testing
experience.

The mother of the young lady ex-
Communist had also come into the
Church. But it was a fairly large family,
and nearly all the other members of the
family were professed atheists. There
was some kind of a controversy within
the family concerning who was to offi-
ciate at the funeral. The professed
atheist members were violently opposed
to me. They wanted a Mr. Herbert Hig-
gombotham, pastor of the Unitarian
Church in Eugene. However, in defer-
ence to their mother, they acquiesced.

“Oh, well,” they said, “we’ll sit there
and endure the ignorant, superstitious,
medieval mouthings of this stupid God-
believing minister, and then we’ll have a
good laugh picking to pieces his ridicu-
lous ‘funnymentals’ after it's over.”

I realized what 1 was facing.

I spoke on the meaning of death, and
the question of life after death. I men-
tioned that among men there are various
IDEAS—the immortality of the soul,
which is pagan; conditioned immortality
and the resurrection of the dead; and the
atheist idea that death ends all. Then I
pointed out that the reasonings and in-
ventions of human imagination carry
no weight of authority—they are only
ideas—and other people have different
ideas. Nobady has ever yet come back
to tell us his experience, except the
resurrected Christ whom they deny.
Science can contribute NOTHING. We,
therefore, have one of two choices: 1)
accept the revelation of the Creator God
—who £nows—in the Bible, or, 2) ad-
mit we are absolutely IGNORANT!

The pagan, I said, is IGNORANT—he
has only his imagined and superstitious
ideas. The atheist, I affirmed, is even
MORE IGNORANT—he has only his prej-
udiced refusal to accept truth, wicthout
any proof or scientific knowledge what-

soever; he has no authority; he, like a
fool, ignorantly believes what he wants
to believe, because he is wawilling to
believe the truth.

Then I said that I would now read to
them what GOD says, and that we have
the choice of accepting this AUTHORITY
or confessing that we are ignorant.

En route to the cemetery from the
mortuary, I rode on the driver’s seat of
the hearse, and with us was a cousin of
the sons of the deceased.

“Mr. Armstrong,” he said, “you prob-
ably didn't know it, but you had several
professed atheists and scoffers before you
today. They came to ridicule and scoff,
but you certainly closed their mouths!
They intended to go home and pick your
sermon to pieces—but their home will
now be as quiet as a morgue!”

Of course, I did know what I was up
against. I had prayed to the God they
denied for wisdom. I believe He granted
the request. They fell into the pit they
had dug for me—being labeled 16NO-
RANT. They had no answer.

Our Car Gives Out

By December, our old second-hand
several-year-old Graham-Paige car laid
down on the job, like a worn-out, tired
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old horse ready to lie down and die.

At this time we had one secretary—
Mrs. Helen Starkey. She was working
without salary. Later, I think, we man-
aged to pay her $5 per week, but even
that was only a fraction of a salary.

Without my knowledge, she sent out
a letter over her own signature on De-
cember 21, 1937, asking Co-Workers
for a special love-offering for a new
second-hand car to enable us to continue
the weekly broadcast trips to Portland.
It was that or go off the air.

Enough came in to purchase a 1934-
model used Graham—on monthly pay-
ments! It lasted until 1941,

Helen Starkey died about two years
ago, faithful to God's work to the end.
But a year or two before she died—hay-
ing moved to Pasadena—I learned that
she and her husband were trying to pur-
chase a small home, but lacked a few
hundred dollars of being able. It was a
very rewarding privilege for Mrs. Arm-
strong and me to be able now, at last, to
pay her the few hundred dollars as back
salary she had really earned, some twenty
years before. She lived in the home they
bought the short remainder of her life.

More Tests of Faith

There had been no issue of The Plain
Truth since July, 1935. The reasons
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have been fully explained before. Dur-
ing this period, I did manage to turn
out, frequently—though not monthly or
with regularity—a “printed sermon”
which had been broadcast.

These had been months of trial and
hardship, persecution, plots by the very
ministers 1 was working with to wreck
the broadcast, struggle to meet rising
expenses and keep the work alive.

I will mention briefly one such inci-
dent. On November 22, 1937, 1 had
managed to afford enough paper and ink
to mimeograph a printed sermon. But
we lacked enough to pay for postage to
send it out until November 26. Here
are a few brief excerpts from the letter
1 sent along with it. This letter was sent
only to those who had become regular
co-workers:

“Again, with the printed sermon, I
send greetings in the Lord. I want to
thank you from the bottom of my heart
for your interest in God's truth. But this
month I must take you into my con-
fidence about some of the problems we
are facing in this work. Right now Jesus
Christ is opening up the most wondet-
ful opportunities for the expansion of
the work. And yet, instead of taking ad-
vantage of these opportunities, I am
faced with baving to stop what we are
doing, and going off the air altogether,
after next Sunday's broadcast!

“Most of you must have thoughr that
with our vast radio audience, so many
people would be sending in money that
we do not need YOUR help. A HUNDRED
THOUSAND listen, every Sunday, but
only a very FEW of them send any
money. And I have never asked for
money over the air! We preach the
Word of God—and the Scriptures are
profitable for reproof, correction, and
instruction in God's way. It is not a
popular Gospel. People do not pay to
be told their sins—to be reproved and
corrected. They would walk out of
church if their pastors hit them with
the Bible TRUTH. Their pastors would
lose their jobs. Yer we have found that
people who would not tolerate such
preaching in their churches, where their
friends see them being told their sins,
will listen privately, in the secrecy of
their own homes by radio. For some rea-
son, they cannot resist LISTENING—over
the radio! But they will not support it
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with their money.

“The cold facts which I must face are
that we have not been able to send out
this printed sermon because there has
not been enough money to pay postage
—we do not at this writing even have
enough money on hand for the trip to
Portland for the Sunday broadcast, and
must trust God to send it before Sunday
morning. I do not like to tell you these
things. Brethren in Christ, this is one
of the discouragements I must face—the
responsibilities I must carry—in order
to bring YOU the spiritual benefits and
blessings so many of you have written
you are receiving from this work.

"I wish you could sit at my desk a few
days, and read the letters that come in.
Some of them would tear at your heart-
strings! You would come to really
REALIZE the wonderful amount of real
good this great work is doing—already
on a large scale, covering most of Ore-
gon and southwestern Washingron.
Thousands are hearing the true Gospel
and God's warning, WHO NEVER HEARD
SUCH THINGS BEFORE! Conversions are
actually raking place while our program

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is coming in over the air!

“When I look at this world and see
the people hurrying here and there,
absorbed altogether in their worldly
cares and pleasures—yet really miserable
and unhappy and LosT—heedless, know-
ing NOTHING of the terrible things soon
to come on those who have not pur
themselves under God's protection; and
when I look into my Bible, and see how
REAL these things are, and how sooN
they are coming, I am appalled, and my
heart BURNS to shout our the warning to
more and more people, before it is too
late!” .

I felt it might be worth the space to
reprint the above portions of that lecter
—just to show what we faced, and how
we felt, at that time.

AT LAST—A Plain Truth

But, patience, faich, and struggle were
rewarded—as: they always are.

January 1, 1938, we finally were en-
abled to bring The Plain Truth back to
life! It was the first issue in two and a
half years! It is reproduced below.

But it still had to be a hand-produced
mimeographed “magazine." A letter sent
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out with it said: "We cannot, yet, af-
ford to have it printed. So we mimeo-
graphed it ourselves. This work has been
done mostly by Sister Helen Starkey,
Mrs. Armstrong, and myself, with a few
of our good friends coming to the office
for volunteer work the past few days, to
help with the folding, addressing, stamp-
ing, etc.” Mrs. Starkey was still working
daily without salary.

A bullerin sent t local Oregon
church members, dated January, 1938,
contained some items of interest to
those of us who were close to the work
in those days. This Bulletin announced
the birth of David Charles Henion, son
of Charles and Alice Henion, who had
been church brethren for years. Alice
Henion, formerly Miss Alice Benight,
still reminds me that she was present
the day I was called on to pray aloud
for the first time in my life. Charles
Henion is the son, and David the grand-
son, of David T. Henion, who has been
a member of the Board of Directors of
the Radio Church of God since we first
incorporated. Today I think I may call
young David Henion a convett as a
result of The WORLD TOMORROW and
The Plain Truth—he is now a married
man with children!

This Bulletin announced The Plain
Truth mailing list was now 1050.

It had outgrown Mrs. Armstrong and
me. It was becoming too large to mim-
cograph. In February, 1938, we were
foreed to reduce The Plain Truth down
to 3 pages—its smallest size ever. There
were two sheets of paper, and the back
page was devoted to a letter!

At this time I learned that we could
have the March number printed, at a
local printing plant, on cheap paper,
8 pages, for $30 more than the cost of
mimeographing. But we didn't have the
$30!

So the March and April numbers were
still mimeographed.

March 18, 1948, I sent out a letter
showing thar the expenses of the work
(including our family living) had risen
to $300 per month. But we were run-
ning behind on part of the family liv-
ing. Legal action was being insticured
to foreclose and take from us our small
home! In some manner I do not now
remember, this trouble was met, and
we managed to keep the home. But this
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Here is the

ments in the struggle to keep the work
going.

First PRINTED Plain Truth!

Finally, after more than four years
on the air, we managed to produce the
frst really printed Plain Truth!

This was done by combining May-
June into one number! It had to be
printed on inexpensive newsprint paper.
The page size was larger than the present
wotld-circulated 40-page magazine, but
it contained only 8 pages.

This was the first issue that carried
under the masthead the slogan I had
always wanted: "A magazine of Under-
standing.”

Bur we were not able to continue
having it printed, and after two printed
editions, had to go back to mimeograph-
ing for some time longer.

How the radio program expanded on
to a Seattle station, and the further
growth and experiences in the work,
will be covered in the next installment.

CORRECTION

In the August number in the Auto-
biography, it was erroneously printed
on page 22 that “today our listening
audience is estimated at some seventy-
five MILLION people per week.” Also
that “our present estimate of the daily
audience, per program, is some 15;-
000,000.”

It should have read seventy-five mil-
lion per month—cumulative audience;
and some 15,000,000 per week, also
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cumulative. Actually, we estimate the
daily number of listeners to The WORLD
TOMORROW to range between 115 1o
214 million people.

To reach that many people per day,
with each Message, seven times a week,
is, of course phenomenal! The audience
is world-wide. But to reach 75 million
people with every Message, every day,
seven days a week, would be something
that has never been remotely approached
by any man, or any radio or television
program.

Also, same page, it was stated that
we receive 75,000 letters per week dut-
ing the 7 autumn, winter and spring
months, and some 55,000 per week dur-
ing the warmer season. That should
have read per month!

To be receiving 75,000 letters per
month is record enough—for now!

Some few years ago an article in a
national magazine stated that the record
high mail received came to Arthur God-
frey—from daily broadcasting on both
radio and television—CBS giant Net-
work coast to coast, daily. He was re-
ceiving 50,000 per month. The next
highest mail count received in the
United States, the article stated, was
about 35,000.

We then received about 15,000. Our
mail count may now be the record—
but in any event, it is tremendous.

Perhaps in some six years, at present
rate of growth, it may reach the dizzy
figures erroneously printed in the Au-
gust number.

into the prophesied future.

The Eternal God, who created all that
exists, r#les over His creation. Bur He
made man a free moral agent, setting
before him the right way as well as
the wrong, decreeing that mzn must
choose for himself which way he will
go—allowing him to go the wrong, if
he rebels.

Always mankind has chosen wrong,
in the serene delusion that it is right.
This world is »not God's civilization—
it is the false way that has seemed right
to deceived humanity. Into it God raised
up a nation He chose as His, revealing
to them His benzficent government with
all its prosperity and blessings, but al-
lowing them to reject it

Then God Almighty, Sovereign Ruler
of the Universe, gave world dominion
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to the Chaldean Nebuchadnezzar.
Through the prophet Daniel, God forci-
bly brought to this gentile king's con-
sciousness the fact that The Erernal
actually rules His Universe, and gave
this dominion to Nebuchadnezzar. Yet
both he and his son on his throne re-
fused obedience to the government of
God, exalting themselvesr as supreme.
Thereupon God's sentence upon them
was put in effect—that for 2,520 years
the succession of gentile kingdoms fol-
lowing them should be cwt off from
divine contact, rule, and blessings—and
under the CURSE of being guided by
wild animal-type minds—UNTIL they
learn that The Eternal Creator GOD is
Supreme Sovereign over the earth and
the Universe! L

They have not learned this yet—and
will not, uncil after the coming and
forceable rule of Christ! But today we
are rapidly approaching that time!

Nebuchadnezzar's world-Empire was
followed by the Persian, and, in turn
the Greco-Macedonian, and then,
mightiest of all, the RoMAN EMPIRE.
The Roman Empire was the most de-
generate of all spiritually. But it was
the greatest, largest, most powerful in
military might.

The original Roman Empire fell in
476 AD. But it was, say God's prophe-
cies, to be resurrected seven times. Six
of those revivals have come and gone.

TODAY WE SEE THE SEVENTH and
last resurrection springing to life! The
first of these seven was Justinian’s reign
beginning 554 A.D. This was accom-
plished at the behest of the Pope of
Rome. Justinian, and his successors have
all been crowned by Popes. In each case,
the Church ruled over the state.

Bue after Napoleon's fall, in 1814,
the Holy Roman Empire, as it was called
through the Middle Ages, splic up. It
never held together for any great length
of time. It always was made up of a
crazy-quilt of several nations speaking
different languages, having different
ideals and aspirations. After 1814 each
nation formed its own national boundary
lines, set up its own barriers of trade,
currency, and immigration against the
other.

Actually, the Protestant “Reforma-
tion” was more of a political than a
religious break-off from Rome,
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After 1814, the Italian peninsula was
broken up into 12 separate lictle states.
In 1860 Garibaldi united these 12 into
the one nation of Italy.

In 1935 Mussolini conquered Ethio-
pia. Adding this to Italian Somaliland,
Eritrea and Lybia, he entered into a
Concordat with the Papacy, and officially
proclaimed it the ROMAN EMPIRE.

This was the insignificant, puny,
short-lived sixth resurrection of the
Empire described in Revelation 17:8
as "the beast that was, and is not, and
yer is.” It was so unimporranc that, as
the Roman Empire it “was not”"—and
yet it was—at least in name!

All through these years the nations
of Europe have been wanting to unite—
but impassable obstacles stood in their
way. They distrusted one another. They
each had ulterior designs against the
others. As stated above, Germany twice
tried to eat its cake and have it too,
by provoking two world wars in efforts
to conquer not only the nations of
Europe, but of the whole world.

But today Germany is cut in two.
East Germany is under Communist
domination. Against the common en-
emy, the USSR., dedicated to con-
quering and ruling the whole world,
Britain and America began fostering
ideas of a UNITED EUROPE.

Yes, paradoxically, the very Franken-
stein Monster thar prophecy warns is to
destroy us has been proposed, encour-
aged, aided and abetted by both the
US.A. and Britain!

And then the first literal beginning,
in action, was this Benelux formation
in London, among nations that actually
are among the “"Lost” Ten Tribes of
Israel! (If you have not already, write
for and read our free booklet, The U.S.
and British Commonwealth in Proph-
ecy.)

Will any of these Lsraelitish nations
become members of the ultimate Ten-
Nation prophetic "Beast”? In past years
I have thought not. Prophecy does not
say, specifically. But in Revelation 18:4
we read the warning, "Come our of
her, my people.” The "her” is this mod-
ern Babylon, the resurrected Roman
Empire! God's spiritual people, con-
verted Christians, could not &e con-
verted if they still were “in Babylon.”
So it must be speaking of God's na-
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tional people, Israel. This, therefore,
may indicate that some of the Israelitish
nations of north-western Europe will
become a part of the coming United
States of Europe. At least, France, Bel-
gium, and The Netherlands already are
in this "Big Six.”

And right now, even Britain and
other nations are trying desperately to
get in!

What “Euromart” 1S

Now let's take a good look at this
Common Market. Let’s understand ex-
actly what it is—and how it is rapidly
evolving into the coming politico-eco-
nomic-military-religious UNITED EU-
ROPE!

Only 15 years ago, most of west-
ern Europe was in ruins, devastated by
the world war. Nearly 40 million had
died. Another 100 million were living
at or near starvation level. Europe was
impoverished. Each nation, by itself
alone, felt helpless. They began to feel
the need of unity.

Someone has published a popular-
selling book on how to get rich. The
suggested recipe is simple: Just form
your own family into a new “nation”
and declare WAR against the United
States. Of course the United States will
win the war. But then after defeating
you, it will endow you with billions
of dollars of post-war aid. The United
States rushed to Europe’s aid with both
the suggestion of a United Scates of
Europe and American dollars.

Even before the end of the war three
governments — Belgium, the Necher-
lands and Luxembourg, announced their
intention to form a joint customs union,
to be known as BENELUX.

American aid, with the Marshal Plan,
brought about phenomenal teconstruc-
tion in Europe. This beginning of an
economic boom encouraged various
steps toward economic integration. As
early as 1948 there was a 16-member
Organization for European Economic
Co-operation. Others followed.

The Benelux, the smallest European
unity, started in actual operation Jan-
uary 1, 1948.

In 1951 came a coal and stsel co-
operation, set up by the present SIX
nations of the Common Market. In four
years steel production soared 36%, and
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they became, next to the US.A, the
largest steel producer in the world.

Then, finally, in 1957, these six na-
tions signed the Treaty of Rome, set-
ting up the Common Market. Officially
it is called EUROPEAN ECONOMIC
COMMUNITY, or the EEC. It went into
force on January 1, 1958.

Atomic Energy, Too

Along with the EEC, these six nations
also launched a new enterprise of far-
reaching significance. You may not have
heard of this. Yet it is of history-shatter-
ing importance. It is called Ezratom.
Its purpose is to develop peacetime uses
of atomic energy. But when this be-
comes a political Empire, it is to be
automatically in possession of a fully
developed atomic program. It will im-
mediately be a world power in posses-
sion of nuclear weapons!

Also included in this economic union
is another startlingly significant parc of
its organization. This is a Court of
Justice. These nations have bound
themselves and their police departments
to carry out all decisions of this Court!

So here, already, is an INTERNATION-
AL AGENCY functioning within the
framework of the Common Market
organizational structure which is dan-
gerously approaching political union!

And who is the President of the EEC?
Of course! A German, Walter Hallstein.
He directs a staff of 1,800 diplomats,
labor

economists, businessmen and

leaders.
Sensational Results

Already results are fanrastic.

It has produced, in this very short
time, the fastest growing economy in
the world. It has produced a new free-
trade area of 172 million people—al-
most as large, already, as the United
States! And other nations are soon to
join!

It has brought them the phenomenal
advantages of mass production, organ-
ized specialization, mass marketing.
Last year they showed an increase of
289% in commerce within the market.

Tariffs, formerly as high as 66%, al-
ready have been slashed as low as 25%.
It is estimated that all internal customs
will be eliminated entirely within four
to five years.

God has commanded
only His ministers to sound the trumpet
in teaching people His ways (Isa.
58:1). But laymen, as well as ministers,
should concentrate on producing good
deeds that will influence others.

However, if someone wants to know
the truth and first asks us in sincerity,
then we should answer to the very best
of our ability (I Pet. 3:15). But to try
to tell the truth ro people who are not
ready to receive it is worse than useless.
It may offend them so we can have no
good influence on them at all.

We, ourselves, must obey God, but
leave the lives of others in His hands.
He will call all men to a true under-
standing in His own time and in His
own way. Read John 6:44, 65 and I
Tim. 2:4; then II Tim. 2:21-26, and
you will better understand how to help
others and to be patient until God opens

the mind of others to understand what
you know.

Who are the 24 elders mentioned
several times in the book of Reve-
lation?

Some teach that the elders, mentioned
in Revelation 4:4, are taken from
among saved mortals. This assumption
is primarily based on a mistranslation of
Revelation 5:8-10. The last half of this
verse, according to the original inspired
Greek which John wrote, should read:
. . . for thou wast slain, and hast re-
deemed them (not #s) to God by thy
blood out of every kindred, and tongue,
and people, and nation; and hast made
them (not #s) unto our God kings and
priests: and they (not we) shall reign
on the earth.”

How clear! The 24 elders rule with
God in Heaven. The resurrected saints
rule on earch!

The 24 elders are not saved humans
at all, because no man has ascended to
the heaven of God's throne except Jesus
Christ (John 3:13). All saved human
beings—those who are Christ’s true serv-
ants—will be given immortality
Christ's coming—when He returns to
the earth to rule and reign (I Cor.
15:23). These 24 elders, then, are spirits,
a part of the created heavenly host of
beings. They have been given positions
of responsibility as advisers in the
Government of God through which He
rules the universe.

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write the Thessalonians (I Thes. 5:17),
“Pray without ceasing.” This means that
we are never (0 discontinue our prayer
life. It also—with many other scriptures
—shows that we should be constantly
in an attitude or spirit of prayer. Talk
to God as you go about your work or
play. Ask Him to direct your every
thought and action.

When you seem to be losing your
temper, or when you are in doubt about
a certain course of action—rstop and
think, "Would Jesus do that if He were
here today?” Ask God to show you, and
study your Bible so you will £now what
God would have you do. Then ask God
for the wisdom, the faith, and the
power to rightly carry out what you
know it right.

This simple process will change your
life! Your life will then have more
meaning, and more real happiness, than
you have ever before experienced.

How Long to Pray

Prayer should be one of the most im-
portant and most enjoyable activities of
your life.

If you really love God as your Father,
you will want to spend a great deal of
time talking to Him.

Your spiritual food is obtained by
contact with God through Bible study

and prayer. Preparing and eating your .

material food takes at least two hours
each day. Isn't your “spiritual food” even
migre important? Spend more time ac-
quiring it.

Time is precious. Use your time
where it comnts. It's better to miss a few
physical meals, better to fast once in a
while, than to get “too busy” to drink
in the spiritual things from God.

Thart is the very purpose of your life!

Sometimes you will need to spend a
long session with God. Christ prayed
all night before choosing His twelve
disciples.

When you have a tremendous deci-

sion to make, or when facing serious
trouble, remember that example. In such
a crisis, spend a Jong time in God's pres-
ence. Pray with all your might. God will
hear. And it will be an experience that
you will never forger.

Do you have trouble knowing what
to pray about? First of all, "count your
blessings” and thank God for “every
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good and every perfect gift.” How little
most appreciate God's boundless love!

Then STUDY your Bible and find
what God's true servants prayed about.
Get your mind away from self once in
a while. Paul said to pray for the saints
and for himself—God’s servant (Eph.
5:17-20). He wrote that he remembered
the Philippian church in every prayer
(Phillip. 1:4). Apply these principles
to God's true ministers, His work, and
His true churches of today.

Are you separated from other true
Christians but want to have a greater
part in helping them and God’s work?
Then read Colossians 4:11-13. Paul
describes one of his helpers, Epaphras,
as, “always laboring fervemtly for you
i prayers . .." This man's LABOR was
in prayer! That was his part in God's
work that Paul referred to especially.
It can be YOUR PART as well!l Paul
said (v. 13), "For I bear him record,
that he hath a grear ZeaL for you . .

Do you have a zeal to help God's
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children? Do you get down on your
knees every day and ask God to help
and direct them? Do you pray for God's
ministers and His work?

Power in Prayer

Your part in God's great work may
be contributing what you should in
tithes and offerings, and ¢rying out to
God day and night to guide and protect
His servants. Mr. Armstrong and God's
other true ministers are only human.
We have a job beyond our human power
to perform. We need your prayers!

When a crisis comes, when you are
sick or afflicted, KNow that God is a
God of power! You can tap the supreme
source of all POWER just by getting
down on your knees in a private place
and fervently beseeching God to inter-
vene and help you.

(Germany), F (France), N (Nether-
