who said, ''Lo, we turn to the Gen. 
tiles,'' (Actsi 13 :46). Paul waa I\ BP"'• 
in.! apostle set npnrt to Citt':·y the Go~ 
pcl to the Gentile~. 

It is true that wnen the Jews re­
jected Jesus, .f-Xe turned to nnother 
poeple, And therein Uea the gro~te11t 
mystery of this time. This people wns 
NEITHER JRW NO~ GENTILl~ ! 

To whom, then did He t11rn? He 
said, "I am not sent but unto the lost 
sheep of the .House of Isme~.'' (Mat. 
15 :24). But, we asl:, nr.e not tho Jewa 
the House of ~srnel? The J awl! +.hem­
sel vc~J clllim thoy Cll'e: We ha.ve alwaya 
supposed they were, But let us look 
a.ta. few pl11.in scripturea, 

HOUSE OF ISUAEL NOT JEWSf 
We turn, ,for insta.nco, to a text such 

ns Jel'emiah 81 :31, where it says: 
"Behold, the days come, !'!!\lth the 
Lord, that ~ will make a new coven. 
ant with the House of Israel, and with 
the House of Judah," And we SiJppose 
thnt the Almighty who inspfred this 
scripture was merely wnst.ing worda 
in an unnecessary repetitie>n, saying, 
in effect, ''I will make a new covf!n· 
ant with the Jews, and with the 
Jews." We have carelessly assumed 
thi\t tho two terms ''House of I~ 
RAEL '' um.l ''House of JUD.tUI" are 
morly t.wo ditiorent phraseR to ftX· 
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press one and the same thing, But let 
usee. 

Notice enother scripture, Hosea 
1:6.7: "I will no more hnve mercy up. 
an the House of ISRAEL; but l will 
utterly take them away, But I will 
have mercy upon the House of JUD 
AH, 11nd will sn.v-e them by the Lore\ 
their God." 

Notice, again, the 4th chnpter and 
lSth verse of Hosea: "Though thou, 
ISRAEL, play the harlot, yet let not 
JUDAH offend." And a.gain: "The 
'backsliding ISRAEL hath justified 
herself more thnn treacherous JUD­
AH." (Jer. 3:11). 

Turn to, and read of your own Bible, 
lzekiel 37 :15.22, The prophet is told 
to take two sticks in his han(ls. He 
is told to write on one the name of 
JUDAH and on the other the name 
HOUSE OF ISRAEL. Then he is ti:>ld 
to join them together into one stick. 
Tl\e explanation, beginning verse 18, 
u th.At, at the time of the Second Com­
ing of Christ, the time when He sets 
Eis hand ngnin the SECOND time to 
rather the remnant of his people (Isa. 
ll:ll. He will mnke of the TWO 
NATIONS, one called "House of Jud· 
ah," nnd the other called ''House of 
ISRAEL," once more ONE NATION. 
And it distinctly says, in verse 22: 
• 1'hey sh.n..11 be no more 'l'WO NJ\. 
!IONS, neither shall they be divided 
into TWO IUNGDOMS nny more, .. 
At nil." They nre, todnY', ENTlHJU .. Y 
DIFFERENT, SEPARA'l'E NA­
TIONS. There are no redundant rep. 
ttitions in God's Word! When the 
.Bible says "Isrnel and Judnh,'' it 
speaks of two different nations al· 
together-one cal~e<l ISRAEL, the 
other cnlletl JUDAH. 

Those people who constitute the 
.HOUSE OF ISRARL nre not Jews! 
They never wcro J ew11 ! They do not 
LOOK like Jews, The "show of their 
eountennnce" witnesses against the 
lew, JUDAH- not against Isrncl, See 
.lsai:\h 3 :1, 8-9, nnd observe this pns. 
are is referring to JUDAH, nnd not 
to ISRAEL! The twelve ~ribes of the 
Children of Israel were divided into 
TWO DIFFERENT NATIONS. This 
we shall show b~· the scriptures in n 
later chapter. 

But Jesus wns of Judah. When 
Jesus came \mto His own, He came 
unto JUDAH, The word "Jew" is only 
a nick-nnme for "Judah''. But Judnh 
the Jews, Jesus' own nation, received 
Him not. They rejected Him. And 
th1.1n to whom did He tum 'f 

·ro WHOM DlD JESUS TURN? 

He plainly said, that Rt: turned to 
the LOST SHEEP of the HOUSE OF 
ISRAEL. Not Judah, not the Jews­
lS.RAEL! A different people nnd Ill\· 

tion altogether, 
Todny Israel is often spoken of as 

"The Lost 'l'en Tribes,'' For they in. 
eluded TEN of the original twelve 
tribes, Jesua' parable in Luke 19 :11-
27, pfoturlng Himself as the nobb 
man who went to thP. far country, 
Heaven, to got for Himself a kinr,dom 
nncl to RE'fU~N, illustrates this 
truth. Verse 14 shows He h1Ld cit. 
izens-the Jews, His own to whom 
He came, and who, as this V'E!rse S!IY!'I. 
rejected Him, Verse 13 a hows to 
whom He turned-TO HIS TEN SEU. 
V A N T S-symbolizing t h e T E N 
TRIBES-THE LOST TEN TRIBES 
-the LOST SIIEEP of the HOUSE 
OF ISRAEL! 

We would know, too, that Jesus, 
ru\ turally commanded His disciples to 
go to the people to whom He turned 
after His own, the Jews rejected Him .. 
And so He did. Notice His commission 
to His twelve: "And when He had 
called unto His twelve-these twelve 
Jesus sent forth, and commanded 
them, saying, Go not into the way 1.1f 

the GenWes, and into nny city of the 
Snmnritans enter ye not. But GO 
RATHER TO THE LOST SHEEP 01<' 
THE HOUSE OF ISRAEL." (Mat J 0: 
1,5.6). 

Instead of turning to the Gnn· 
tiles, Jesus commanded them, "Go 
Not" to the Gentiles. Judah had re. 
jected Him! He sent them to the 
LCJST ~rEN TmBES-the r~ () s T 
HOUSE OF ISHAJ~L. 

The Jewish historian, Josepll\ls1 

who lived in the time of Christ, and 
into the war of 70 A. D., when the Ro­
mans destroyed Jerusalem and drove 
out the Jews into every nation on 
enrth, writes thnt in his day the Ten 
Tribes of the House of ISRAEL wer~ 
n.11 beyond the Eltphr.ntes, nnd hnd 
migrated fnr. beyond the bounds of 
the Roman Empire, (Antiq., Book XI, 
Ch. 5, Sec. 2). He snicl their language 
had changed, (Antiq XII, 2, 1), nnd 
only the two tribes of Judah and Ben • 
jnmin1 constituting the House of Jud· 
nh, were in his dny under dominion of 
the Romans. (Antiq, XI, 5-2.) 

Israel is cnlloo "LOST SHEEP.'' 
Yes, doubly lost! Lost inidentity1 sup. 
posed to be Gentiles! Lost spiritually, 
and in need of salvation! 

WHAT HAPPENED TO PETER? 

The original npostles obeyed the 
commission. For more than ten yenr:J 
Peter and the others labored around 
Pnlestine, en<lcnvoring first to 1·each 
the Jews, Christ's own, to whom Ho 
had come, But the Jews had reject­
ed their Messiah, and Peter and hi.~ 
fellow evangelists could do little, 'fhen 
Petor was sent of God, first, to op1m 
up Mlvation to Gentiles direct by his 
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visit to the house of Cornelius, (Adts 
10.) And then Peter and the othera 
DID GO TO CARRY 'l'HE GOSPEt. 
TO THP. LOST HOUSE OF ISRAEL 
-the Lost 'l'en Tribes-clear beyond 
the bounds of the Roman Empire. 

And thus it is, 'bhnt from the time 
Peter visited the house ot Cornetta 
he and his brethern evangelists drop 
out of sight as though the earth 1"'4 
suddenly swallowed them! Goll had 
ordained thio,t the House of Israel wu 
to be LOS1' in IDENTITY-as we 
shall later see. Peter's whereabouta, 
therefore, could not be revealed, That 
is why, from the 12th chapter of Act1 
nnd on, we rend altogether about Paul 
and the young ev.a11ge!ists he was 
trnining and sending out in the work 
among the Gentiles. Peter hnd oboJ' .. 
ed the Lord's commission. He had 
gone to that strnnge land to which 
had migrated the LOST sheep of THB 
HOUSE OF ISRAEL! And thus it ()Ce 

cul'red, ns Jeremiah had prophesledt 
"'l'hus saith the Lord, '!'he people 
which were left of the sword found 
i:rrace in the wilderness ; even JS. 
UAEL." This could not apply to the 
Jews. 

But what of the minietera and even 
gelists sincl~ Peter's time? Have thq 
obeyed our Lord's commission to 
seareh out, to seek and FIND the 
LOST House of Israel, and to CAlT1 
the Gospel to them? This commis­
sion upplies to tho entire 11·tlnist~ 
the Church ulspensl\tlon, because in 
His final commission to His disctpl-. 
regarding the New Testament mint. 
try, Je:ius snid: "Go ye therefore, and 
teach nil nations, baptizing them Jn 
the nnme o e the Father, and of the 
Son, mid of the Holy Ghost: te:\chlnr 
them to observe all things whn.t&Oo 
ever ! have rommnnde<l you.'' (Mat. 
28:19-20). He hncl commanded them, 
"Go to the lost sheep of the House of 
Israel,'' 

But have the ministers and evan. 
gelists souS"ht out the LC1St Sheep ot 
the House of Israel? Have they loc• 
c1l them, and carried the Gospel to 
them? 

THE TIME HAS COME TO 
FIND THEM 

The prophet Ezekiel foretold thetr 
negligence in this commission. 

"'l'hus se.ith the Lord God unto tbe 
shepherds; Woe be to the shephe\'Cla 
of Israel that do feed themsctvea ! 
should not the shepherds feed t:he 
flocks? . , •• The diseased have ye not 
strengthened, neither have yo healed 
that whi'Ch was sick, neither hnve 'f• 
sought that which wns lost •••• My 
sheep wandered through a.11 the moun. 
tnins, nnd uy1on every high hill: ye.\, 
my flock (the LOST 11heep ot the

Have you thought of religion M a 
Hfe of gloom-a sort of living, pain­
ful, pennnce merely to be en<1ure<l- n 
lot o! "don'ts", and giving up of every

In the hereafter'? 

And do you want to really LIVE­
and live more abuntly here imd now? 
Then do not judge true Christianity 
by the empty form you have ~cen so 
man deluded people practice. 

Jesus said: "I am come that they 
might hnve LIFE, and th11.t they 
m!zht have it more nbuntlnntly." 
(John lO :l.O). 

Listen to the experience of George 
lohn Romanes : 

nomanes knew the indescribable 
peace and joy of God's Holy Spirit, 
known by so. f.ew professing Christ. 
fans. Then he t\.\rnecl from his Lord 
an~ lost it. Writing frankly of the in­
mtable sadness when belief is given 
UJ>, he said, "I am not ashaml~d to 
tor\!uM thnt, with. tho virtual nugl\. 
tlon of God, the universe to me has 
lont its soul loveliness .... At times I 
think of the ~pp!\lling contrast be. 
tween the hallowed gloi:y which was 
cmce mine, and the lonely mystery of 
exlstance ns l now find it." 

Some years later, .Romans gtwe up 
h!11 Infidelity n.nd returned again to 
his Lord and Saviour, And shortly be­
fore his denth, confessing that mnn 
without God is most miserable he 

~ l\J Y()Yf D? . ._ ..... ,J ~1._.,, ~ ,/'.. ,..__, • 
wrote: "Some men are not conscious 
of the cause of this misery ..... For the 
most pa.rt they conce11,l the fnct as 
well as possible from themselves by 
oceupying thei:r minds with society, 
sport, frivolity of all kinds, or, if in. 
tellcctunlly disposed, with science, 
literature, business, etc, This, how. 
aver, is but to fill a starving belly 
with husks ..•• He may cheat himself 
for a time-especially if he be a. 
strong man-into the belief that he 
is nourishing him$elf by denying his 
natural appetite; but he soon finds 
he was made for some altos-ether cli:f. 
ferent kind of food."

If you have never yet known the 
peace, the hnppines:s, the indescrfb· 
able JOY tha.t can flood Uko blessed 
sunshine thru your soul-or if, like 
Romans, you ha'V'e lost lt-iturn today 
to God who so loves you He gave His 
only begotten Son tho.t you might 
h.iwe His j oy-eterno.lly l\nd forever!

And in 
our religk.ue tet\Chlng, wo hnve bo· 
come snturatecl with the Devil's de­
lusion thnt God's LAW is contrary to 
Uij - something harsh, and to be 
aV'()ided ! Thus Sntnn hides God's 
J,ove. 

During the early middle dark ages 
thn Church didn't Christianize Rome, 
hut Rome did succeed in PAGAN· 
ING the Chnrch ! The octupus of 
gentile civilization stretched its ugly 
tentacles into the religious, ns well nR 
every other phase of human !if e, And 
so today "the inhnbitnnts of the 
earth hnve been made drunk with 
the wine of her fornication," (Rev, 
17:2) 1 nnd "ALL NATIONS," includ­
ing our beloved United States, "have 
drunk" of this false and paganized 
teaching, (Rev, 18:3) 1 until today we 
nrc IN BABYLON! 'l'oday another 
Jesus (II Cor.
