Nr:111 most of those who are teaching 
II.lid preaching to others on thos~ .subjects 
overlook entirely this DESCRIPTION. For 
this de:scription will !DENTIFY the "Beast'.' 

If the "Beast!' iG :some mysterious 
super-man, or Antichrist, soon to appear 
as world dictator, he wi 11 be a peculiar 
looking individual indeed, for he will ha.re 
SEVEN HEADS, hND TEN HORNS. Have you ever 
seen a man with seven heads, and ten horns 
growing out of one of his heads?

Those same four world-rulin& Gentile 
kingdoms are described in the second chap­
ter of Daniel. Kin~ Nebuchadne£zar of the 
Chaldean Empire, who had taken the Jews 
captive, had a dream, the M&anin~ of which 
God revealed to Daniel. 

The dream is described in verse' 31-
35, The king ~aw a ~reat ima~e, !ts head 
was of gold, its breast and arms of sil­
ver, its belly and thighs of brass, its 
legs of iron, and its feet and toes part 
iron and part clay. Finally, a 3tone, not 
in men's hands (but supernaturally) smote 
the image upon his feet and toes. It was 
broken in pieces, and was blown &Way like 
chaff, Then the ~tone that smashed it be­
came L great mountain and filled the whole 
earth.

In ~7G the Empire ~s over-run by bar­
barians, under Odoaeer. His government, ••t up at Rome, called the HERULI, was the 
first horn. But it did not heal the du.dly 
wound, for this W..$ a government IN Rome, 
but not a ROMA.K government, but one of for­
eign barbaria.ns. 

Then followed the Va.ndals, of Northern 
Africa, who sacked Roma in 455 and ruled it 
for a brief space. Then was the kingdom of 
the Ostrogoths, 493-55~, another outside 
foreitn people who rule in the territory. But 
the1 were driven out of Italy and di~appcared. 

These three kingdoms, sweeping into the 
Roma.n territory, filled the period known in 
history as the "transition age. 11 (see Myers 
Ancient History, Page 571). That is, a TRANS­
ITION between the wound and the healing. 

Now Daniel saw a "little horn" coining up 
AMONG these ten, before whom these £irst 
three were "plucked up by the roots." '!hat 
leaves 7 horns to come.
