The orthodox leader is six-foot-four­
inch Ibn Saud, King of Central Arabia~-a 
giant of reli,ion and in physical power, 
King of th• Wahabis, the powerf\.tl sect of 
puritanical fanatics of the inner desert. 
Dutin, the world war London back•d the 
blood enemy o~ Ibn Saud. 

Today the domain ha rules more than 
hal.i' surrounds Palestine. .'Ih.!. Italians ~ 
armin( h!!!!.• ~ buyint ~ suppor~. 

The periloua position of Britain--~ 
the imminent danger of WAR that would in­
flllllt the entire world·--now become1 appar­
ent. In a despaPate effort to ward it off, 
and satisfy Ibn Saud and his followers, 
to whom, remember, Britain has PROMISED 
Palestine---the Britiah partition scheme 
haa been proposed. This partition of Pal­
estine would award to Ibn Saud the south­
ern and larcest section 0£ Palestine. It 
would award to the Jews the northern por­
tion, retaining a small c•nter strip from 
the Mediterranean and includin~ Jerusalem, 
for En,land.

A~a Khan was educated by British tu­
tors, graduated from Cambridge. Hia son 
and successor is married to an English wo­
man. He is British in mannar, in ayinpa­
thies, an.d in politics he is ultra-British. 
Tim• and a'ain h• has proved himself lO~ 
lo~l to Great Britain---and has been one 
o! the most powerful influences in holding 
!nciia loyal. Thru British influence, he 
was el•~ted president or the Lea'1ol• ot 
Nations. 

And so, in this Palestine dra~a, we 
find the twe stron,-man leaders of the 
Arabi on oppo1ite 1idea---one workin' with 
Mussolini, the other with Great Britain 
and with 'reat power to help offset Mua­
solini 1 s plots.
