In thls fair land where citizens so

This great 
mother church is pictured 88 drunken with 
the blood of tl'\-18& ver"j 111artyl"s.

Plainly this text says the JUDGMENTS 
of Ood upon Rome---the seven last plagues 
of the DAI OF THE LORD---eannot .fall until 
there has been another latter-day martyr­
dom~ And these latter-day Christians are 
to be killed---how? "AS THEY WERE! 11 

Who will CAUSE this end-time martyr­
dom? Tho same power---Rome---with her 
daughter churches-·-those who came out of 
her in protest! 

The MARK OF THE BEAST 
Enforced! 

But who is the REAL AUTHOR of this 
martyrdom? Satan the devil! 

In the 13th chapter of Revelation 
is pictured a hideous symbolic BEAST. A 
11bcast 11 is merely a symbol representing 
a kingdom, which is a government, or the 
king who rules it (Dan. 7:17, 23, etc.) 
Thi:! partic\1l~r "beast is th• Roma.n Eni­
pire, revived a~er its original fall in 
476, into the "Holy Roman Empire" which 
continued thru this middle-age period of 
martyrdom. 

Beginning with the 11th verse or 
this 13th chapter of Revelation is pict­
ured another symbolic 11 beast 11 ---anothar 
kingdom, or government which appeared as 
a lamb, but actually spoke as a dragon. 
It appeared as, pretended to be, Christ's 
kingdom upon earth---a CHURCH government. 
But actually it was the DEVIL'S tool. 
This CHURCH government excercised ALL the 
power or the first beast, the Holy Roman 
Empire, verse 12. The popes ruled the 
state as well as the church for over lZOO 
years~ 

And who gave his seat and power and 
authority to this whole abominable system? 
The DRAGON (verse 2) which is Satan the 
Devil (Rev, 12:9 and 20:2). And so it is 
merely the Devil's tool! 

As Satan deceives, so this CHURCH 
'overrvnent has been a deceiving power, 
lRev, 13:1•). And what else? 

Notice verss 16: "And he ca.useth 
all, • , • to receive a MARK in their 
right hand, or in their foreheads: and

beast, or the number of his name. 11 

And this same power that forces the 
MA~K OF THE BEAST upon men is the ident­
ical power that causes the MARTV~DOM or 
the saints: Notice the verse just before: 

"And he had power to , • , • ~ that 
as m•ny as would not worship the image of 
the beast should be killed." 

This Ro~en church deni~s she Aver 
killed the martyrs: Notice how accurately 
Cod's Word condemns her: She did not 
a.c.tually kill them,·--she merely CAUSED 

them to be killed! 
And so it will be again: 
there has already been much a1ita­

ti on to brin' about a re-union between 
Catholio and Protestant church o~gani~a­
tions. Combined, they could wield onough 
influence during the turbulent, chaotio, 
revolution-endangered days just ahead, 
after the WORLD WAR is re$umed, to place 
laws upon the statute books of our iovern­
ment demanding the very LIFE of all true

(See February-M&rch nwnber, The PLAIN 
TRUTH). Thie is the time of Mat. 2~:15 
---the time or the great Tribulation. 

Then notice the 12th chapter of Dan­
iel, a continua.tion of the 11th chapter: 

"And at that time ~hall Micha.el (the 
arch-angel) stAnd up, the great prince 
which standeth for the children of thy 
people: and there shall be a time 0£ 
trouble, such as never was siiiCe""'°there 
wa.s a natTOrleven----ro-that a"ii:iii6ti;e:-ir­
(Dan7 12:1). This time of trouble is at 
the very end-time---just before, and 
leading up to, the coming of Christ, and 
the resurrection (verse 2). 

Al.so this "time of trouble" is The 
OREAT TR!BUL.ATION. Notice, the aame de­
seription a1 in Matthew 24. 

De.n. 12:1--"e. time of trouble such 
as never was since there was a. nation," 

Mat. 24:21--"Great Tribulation, such 
a• was not 1ince the beginninE of th• 
world to this time, no, nor ever shall be." 

Th• two are the same. 
Now observe. "At that time shall 

Micha.el stand ~p. 11 It h WHEN Michael 
atands up, or immediately after, that 
this tima or trouble, the Great Tribula­
tion, occurs. Michael's standing up has 
somcthinE to do with this Tribulation. 

Observe that Michael stands up FOR 
somebody, It is F~ God's people--H~ 
elect! 
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Also he must stand up AGAINS1 some 
body or power, and naturally it must D• 
the person or power who i1 the adver1ery 
of God's people. 

Wotic~ whom he battles aiainst! 
I~ ia deeribed in the 12th or Revelation: 

"And there was wa.r in heaven: Michael 
end hi4 angels fought AGAINST the dragon; 
and the dragon fought, and his angels, and 
prevailed not, , .and the great dragon 
was cast out, that old serpent, called 
the devil and Satan, which deceiveth the 
whole world: he was cast out into the 
earth, and his angels were cast out with 
him." (Rev. 12:7-11). 

When Michael the arche.ngel •tand1 up 
FOR God's people, he stands up, with hi• 
host of angels AGAINST S4ta.n the devil, 
also a former arch-angel, and Satan's 
demons. The devil and his demon• are 
cast out of heaven, down to the earth. 
This is not his original casting down to 
earth, prior to Adam, when Satan first 
sinned. Since that time, he has still 
had access to the to the heavenly courts 
(Job 1:6-7), tho his actual dominion waa 
the earth. He is the accuser of th• 
brethren (Rev, 12:10), and in the Book of 
Job we find him presenting himself in tna 
heavenly courts before the Lord to accu1e 
Job. 

This heavenly war between miehael 
and Satan is AFTER the middle-age martyrw 
dom when, for 1260 years, those who es­
caped martyrdom fled to a.nd ware preserved 
in the wilderness (Rev. 12:6). The TIME 
of this heavenly battle between those 
angelic and satanic hosts is this very 
LATTER DAY! 

And then, when Satan losed this bat­
tle and is cast down from accusing God's 
true born-again children before God's 
throne (verse 10), a woe i1 pronounced on 
those of earth. "for the devil ii come down 
unto you, having great wrath, because he 
knoweth that he hathbl.\taShort time. 11 

(verse 12). 
The time is near the very end of his 

G,000 year rcignt His time is now SHORft 
He knows it. He is FURlOUS, And he ia 
wroth with the remnant people of God who 
HA.VE THE COMMANDMENTS Qi' GOD AND THE ns­
TlMONY OF JESUSt 

He persecutes them! He tries every 
way to DECEIVE them. If he can't deceive 
them as to the truth, he will try to causo 
them to become di~couraged and give up. 
Failin' in that he will throw them clear 
over the fence into ta.naticiam reaulting 
from too much mis-guided teal. Or he will 
tangle ~hem up into church organi£a~ion, 
gettin& them into politics, striving 
against one another, losin' LOVE from 
their hearts and letting in envy, jeal­
ousy, resentment, bitternesst 

B~t even so he will not be able to 
overthrow all, even with these pitf&lls~ 
Some will stand fast, continue to overcom• 
sin, to GRCW in 'race and in knowled~e, 
and to ENDURE u~to the end! Ahl THEY are 
the ones a&ainst whom Satan is FURIOUS! 
How he hates them! An~ so now he starts 
out on his last fin•l qeath-struggle bat­
tle against THEM. He influences hi& re­
ligious organi~ations---modern BAB!LOH---
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the R0man church and her protestant daugh­
ters--to persecute them~ It is reported 
to the writer that only in the last few 
weeks the pastor of a large and popular 
church publicly said that those who be­
lieve in keeping the Ten Commandments outi;ht 
to be killed! 

And so these religious organitations 
will use their influence to put laws on tne 
statute books to prevent people from keep­
ing all of the Ten Commandments?

The fifth seal, in Revelation six, 
also pictures this end-time martyrdom­
Tribulation. And under the sixth seal, 
(Rev. 6:12-17) the sun and the moon are 
to be dark, and the stars to fall. And 
then man will run to the mountains scream­
ing in frantic terror, cr~ing for the 
rocks to fall on them, and hide them from 
the face of the Lord and Erom his WRATH, 

"FOR THE GREAT DAY OF HIS WRATH !S

We learn from reliable sources that 
Hitler is planning the second round over 
Danzig for about Au~ust 20th. All plans 
are bein~ laid to cl i max around that date. 

Mussolini has ordered General Franco 
of Spain to advance by a month his visit 
to Rome, so a military accord officially 
lining up Spain with Italy and Germany can 
be si,ne.d at the psychological moment of 
this corni ng crisis, This, about which you

On July 15th Hitl er's amb•ssador to 
Tol<yo secured the approval of the Mikado 
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to plans allying the Japanese high command 
lOCYfo with the Rome-Berlin axis. A definite 
military treaty is soon to be •igned be­
tween Japan and the axis. The Germen Fuer­
er plans to make the signatures public ~t 
the precise moment the democrLoies start 
mobiliiin~ to aid Poland. 

We have information that Mussolini, 
at the same psychological moment, will 
denounce the Angle-Italian accord ot April, 
1938. He will then make dramatic demand 
for Malta, the British naval base in the 
Mediterranean, and also press his demands 
thunderously for Suez, Djibouti, Tunieca, 
and that Gibraltar be turned over to hia 
Spanish ally. 

Hi~ler then will probahly a~tempt to 
do one or two things: 

1), strike with a lightning move at 
this psychological hour to annex Danzig 
and take over the Polish Corridor; or, if 
he feels Britain and France, and possibly 
a British-Rus1ian alliance, blocks his

SHORT, or a. LONG WAR7 

Many are askin~, will this coming 
world war be a quick, short war soon ended, 
or will it be another long drawn out stru~ 
gle, lasting several years? 

Mussolini and Hitler, and their mili­
tary chiefs, plan to strike so ~uick, sud­
denly and unexpectedly, when they do 
strike, with the !'ull force ot their migh"t¥ 
and superior air fleets, that the democra­
cies will be forced to a.n immediate terri­
fied surrender within a few days. To win, 
they must win quickly, before the tramendou 
potential power of the United States can 
be developed and brought to British aid.

Britain is preparin~ gigantic maneu­
vers of navy, army, and air force, and 
British newspapers are assurint their read­
ers that Great Britain is nCIN ready for 
any emergency. 

HITLER IN TIGHT SPOT 

Many different opinions and specula­
tions are emanating from the world 1 s capi­
tols. S0111e st~te~men and cor~espondents 
feel certain there will b• war in less than 
six weeks. others are equally certain 
there will be no war at all this Fall. 
Perhaps the best in£ormed authorities be­
lieve there is a 50-50 chance of war in 
six v.eeks, and this is reported to be the 
opinion or Administration officials at 
Washington. 

Certain it is that Hitler is in a. 
tight spot. Which way will he jump? 

Certain definite facts stand out. 
1). Those returnin~ from Germany re­

port apallin~ shortage of food, and even 
bare necessitles o! life. Even at fash­
ionable German resorts, vegatables as com­
mon as potato& are rationed, and there is 
no coCtee at all~ The German people, held 
qnder the lash of such an economic condi­
tion, are growing into a state of dissatis­
faction and unrest. And such discontent 
is the very breedinG ground of revolution~ 
1£ Hitler now remain3 ailent and inactive, 
~•rely ~&rking time, revolution will come 
in due time and he will be overthrown. 
The first law 0£ a dictator is that he 
must co~tinually keep performing sensation· 
al •¥ploit.s. He must ACT~ and he must 
keep acting~ Some ~ay he does not dar• go 
to war now, due to this economic stress and 
condition ot the German morale. But ~·

2). Hitler could 
plun'e the world. 

into war, thus unitin' his pe~pl• in the 
common cause to avoid a revolution. But 
if war comes it is practioally certain that 
the German military and naval high co111111&nd. 
would weild the real POYIER in Germany, and 
Hitler would £ind hia personal authority 
secondary to theirs. And he would never be 
permitted to gain it back. 

3). It appears, therefor•, that Hit­
ler1 sonly chance to save his own personal 
dictatorship is to keap on winning blood­
le5s conques~a of more and more territorry 
by BLUFFING, yet averting actual war~ Thu1 
he ean keep the German people whipped into 
line, keepin~ national patriotism at a high 
pitch of fervor, and keeping the hope be­
fore their eyes that soon these Nn¥ aquisi­
tions will furnish Germans with the raw 
materials, the resources, and the trade to 
alleviate their economic sufferin,. 

4). This, then, brings us to the ques­
tion, "Can Britain and France be bluffed 
any longer?" Will they PERMIT Hitler to 
make another move of aggression without 
WAR.? And the answer is about 99 to 1 that 
they will not~ Last September at Munich 
Hitler pos~essed such a superior air fleet 
he could have bombed London and Paris, which 
would then have bean helpless before his 
attack, throwing their population# into such 
frantic consternation they would hava de­
manded that their govarrunant5 surrsnder to 
Hitler within a tew days. But since then 
the Britich and French have been building 
planes at £rantio speed. They have created 
~itantic and scientific air defenses. Today 
it is a different &tory. The democracies 
today are READYl 'l'he British publc is now 
aroused, end ready to £i~ht it necessary. 
So it is almost certain that any act of 
conquest on Hitler 1 s part would lead to 
instant WAR!
